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What is Points of Light?
Points of light is a free festival bringing 
together the food, music, dance, art, and 
spirit of Lowell’s diverse population. Its 
goal is to celebrate the unity in diversity of 
Lowell. It is in its seventh year.

The centerpiece of the night is a special 
ceremony in which participants personalize 
water lanterns released onto the historic 
canal, creating hundreds of floating points 
of light.



Who organizes it?
The festival is organized by a group of 
community volunteers with support from 
nonprofit community organizations. All 
proceeds raised go directly to festival costs 
such as performance fees, permits, lantern 
materials, and production costs.

It is fiscally sponsored by Coalition for a 
Better Acre, a 501(c)(3) with a mission of 
resident empowerment and sustainable 
community revitalization for current 
and future residents of Lowell and the 
Merrimack Valley.
